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Ratios

A ratio is the comparison of two numbers. How could you compare
the number of tennis shoes to the number of roller blades?

Date

Step 1: Count the parts being
compared. These are the terms
of the ratio.

There are 4 tennis shoes and

% 5 roller blades.

Step 2: Write the ratio. The ratio of
tennis shoes to roller blades is 4 to 5.
The ratio can be written 3 ways:

Word form: 4 to 5
Ratio form: 4:5

Fraction form: %

To read all these forms, say, “4 to 5.
